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In 2005, the citizens of Okaya gifted forty trees to Mount Pleasant.
These trees were planted throughout Nelson Park.

As a gesture of gratitude, the street running through the park was
named "OKAYA-DORI."”
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And in 2014, we giffed Weeping
Mulberries and Kwanzan Cherries to
Mount Pleasant and these trees were
planted along “OKAYA-DORI.” (H26.4 B ™ERHEED
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“"OKAYA-DORI" and “Mount Pleasant Friendship Zone”, spots
much-loved by the citizens of Okaya and Mount Pleasant,
symbolize the friendship of our 2 cities.
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
