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The Saginaw Chippewa Indian Tribe, a sovereign tribal nation from
the Mount Pleasant area, believe water is sacred and central to all
living things.
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In 2015, Judy Pump, a member of the tribe, organized the Water
Ceremony held on the shore of Lake Suwa -- the first of its kind to
be held in Japan.

Ceremony participants from both cities prayed for the health of

water and thanked the Creator for the gift of water.
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
